	Variant 1

There is a tape on the floor with agree at one and disagree at the other.
The moderator asks a (somewhat controversial) question and directs participants to take a stand on the spectrum. The moderator then interviews people at different points on the spectrum about the opinions they hold. This process creates a shared experience while demonstrating the range of opinions in a community.
Variant 2
One member of a group chosen as a target locates him/herself within the available space wherever he/she feels most comfortable, wherever he/she belongs. He/she may sit, stand, lie, perch on a piano, or whatever. All the other group members, one by one, places themselves in a location and a position anywhere within the space that represents in visible, physical terms his/her perception of their various opinions. The spectrogram provides quick access to deep levels of understanding of the relationships within a group.
